St. Edward wrestling coach
Greg Urbas once said the Walsh
Jesuit Ironman is where state
champions come to die.

But after one day of the 21st
edition of the tournament,
Northeast Ohio’s two returning
state champions are still very
much alive.

Walsh Jesuit’s Alex Mackall
(120 pounds) and Wadsworth’s
Noah Baughman (113), both ju-
niors and seeded sixth, will join
10 other local wrestlers in today’s
quarterfinals at Walsh Jesuit.
Wrestling begins at 10 a.m., with
the finals at 6 p.m.

Of the 10 Ohio state champi-
ons at this year’s Ironman, eight
reached the quarterfinals.

The area’s only top-seeded
wrestler, Brecksville senior Aus-
tin Assad (126), won both his
matches by major decision and
will face St. Edward senior L.J.
Bentley in the quarterfinals.
Assad, a two-time state runner-up,
was third at 120 in Division I last
season. Bentley was fourth at 113.

Mackall won the Division I
120-pound state title last season.
He won by fall and a 6-2 decision
on Friday, setting up a quarterfi-
nal match against St. Paris Gra-
ham’s Eli Stickley, who was a Di-
vision II state champ last season.

Mackall missed most of the off-
season recovering from an elbow
injury suffered in the final mo-
ments of his state title bout. He
had a lot of catching up to do.

“We hit it really hard as soon
as the season started,” said Mack-
all. “Right now I think it’s a con-
fidence thing. I notice whenever
I take my shots and create an
opening, I'm scoring. I just need
to be more confident and take
more opportunities. Tomorrow
I'm going to take all the oppor-
tunities I get and I think I'll do
well.”

Baughman was state champ
at 106 in Division I last season.
On Friday, he won by fall, then
major decision against Lorain’s
Devione Edwards, setting up a
quarterfinal bout with Paxton
Rosen of Edmond North (OKla.),
an Oklahoma state runner-up
last season.

Baughman defeated Edwards
in a district final last season. Ed-
wards went on to finish third at
the state tournament. On Friday,
Edwards got the first takedown
and led 3-1 in the second period
before Baughman rallied and
pulled away in the third.

“I just wasn’t moving my feet
enough or creating an angle at
the time. I was lazy on my feet
and he got the takedown,” said
Baughman. “After something like
that happens you have to get out

Terrell Grant (106); St. Edward
sophomore Allan Hart (113);
Brunswick junior Josh Heil
(132); Elyria junior Ben Darm-
stadt (182); and Lorain senior
Isaiah Margheim (195).
