Class Preparation:

1. Be on time to each class. Two or more tardies will result in a detention. Continual tardiness will result in an office referral and phone call home.

2. Be in your seat and quiet when the bell rings. We have a lot to cover every day and unnecessary talking only adds to more homework!

3. Bring all necessary classroom materials each day. Students who are not prepared will have points deducted from their participation grade. 

Make-Up Work:

1. I will only accept late work for full credit in the event that you are absent (excused) the day of the assignment. 

2. In the event that you are absent, please check Progress Book to see what work you missed. YOU are fully responsible for making up work! I will not hound you to make up any quiz or exam. Please be prepared on the day you return with a planned time to make up work and discuss this time with me after class.

3. If you are continuously not doing assigned homework or handing in late assignments you will be required to stay after school in detention.

4. Quizzes and exams can be made up in ISR after scheduling a time with me. 

Conduct:

Responsible, respectful, courteous behavior in class is expected at all times. Any disruptions that hinder the learning of yourself or your peers will NOT be tolerated.

1. Raise your hand and wait to be called on before speaking.

2. Follow directions when they are given the first time.

3. Remain in your assigned seat until the bell rings.

4. Keep your area and desk clean.

5. Turn off all cell phones, ipods, etc. Otherwise they will be confiscated and given to the grade level administrator.

6. Access Kleenex and the pencil sharpener at an appropriate time. Do not interrupt during a class discussion.

7. Points will be deducted if you talk or create a disturbance for others during the completion of a quiz or a test. A major disturbance will result in a zero.

Consequences:

· Quarter grades are a sum of scores from homework, quizzes, exams, class work, compositions, quarter binder checks, and participation.

· Participation Points = 5% of quarter grade

Points deducted for: tardiness, inappropriate behavior, not coming prepared to class

Points increased for: on task and respectful behavior, being a discussion leader, coming to class on time and prepared
