The recycled paper that was made from our recycling collections saved 401 
trees from being used to make new paper. Harvesting of trees occurs when 
they are at the age of 9 - 12 years old. 
The total cubic yards of landfill space saved = 71 
The amount of electricity savings vs virgin (wood) fiber = 96,643 kwh.  That's 
enough energy to power 48 homes for a month! 
The reduction in overall emission of air pollution is the equivalent to taking 52 
cars off the road for a day. 
 
Our Paper Recycling Drive held on Nov. 15th & 16th generated 3,386 lbs of 
paper.  A tremendous effort for a 2 day drive!
