Classroom Procedures:    The expectations below create a learning environment that allows for academic growth.  Additionally, good behavior fosters wise time management and a positive experience in school.

1.  Follow directions the first time they are given.

2.  Be on time for class. 

3.  Take turns talking.

4.  Bring appropriate materials, including all homework assignments and your planbook to each class.  

5.  Speak and act respectfully always.
Consequences:  
Consequences for not following these rules may include:  a warning, removal from activity, change of seat, after school/before school detention, referral to coordinator or assistant principal, and time out.  Consequences will be determined by the seriousness of the misbehavior and whether it is a repeat offense.

Homework/Assignments:  It is my expectation that students will come to class with all assignments completed on time.  If a student misses an assignment he/she is encouraged to turn it in the following day for credit, although points will be taken off.  The point value will depend on the type of assignment.  In addition to missing points, students will be asked to record any missing assignment in a classroom responsibility log.  Parents will be notified if this becomes a problem.

Assignments will be posted in the classroom daily, and students are expected to use the planner to write them down.  Assignments may also be posted on the school website.  The address is http://PAXMOD.LNOCA.ORG
Absences:  Work that is turned in late due to absences will be accepted for full credit.  When a student is absent, he/she should either ask the teacher or check online for the missing work.  The school policy states that students get UP TO the same amount of days to make up the work.  

Content Area Standards and Activities:

Reading Applications:

· Students will read a variety of short stories from our anthology, The Language of Literature. Major areas of study will include looking at recurring themes, patterns, and symbols as well as the main characteristics of literature (plot, setting, character development, point of view).  

· A deepened understanding of major and minor plot incidents is expected.

· Students will read novels of various genres.  These may include Shades of Gray, A Christmas Carol, Woodsong, The Giver, and The Westing Game.
· The students will read various types of informational and persuasive texts.  Major areas of study will include looking at an author’s purpose, viewpoint, and the adequacy and accuracy of details used in text.
· Students will complete book reports throughout the year.
Communication - Oral and Visual:

Students will study and practice active listening strategies.

Oral presentations including book talks, informational, descriptive and persuasive speeches will be assigned.  

Writing Processes and Applications:

· Writing applications will include business letters, informational essays, persuasive essays and a variety of informal writing tasks.

· The students will continue to use and develop expertise in the writing process. 

Writing Conventions:

· The students will refine their study of the eight parts of speech (noun, pronoun, verb, adjective, adverb, conjunction, preposition, interjection).
· There will be a continued focus on the editing process.  Students should be able to better judge the quality of his/her written work as well as others’ work. 

· Students will be able to determine if a specific purpose has been met through writing.

Vocabulary Acquisition:

The students will continue to apply their knowledge of roots, suffixes, prefixes and word origins to determine meanings of unknown words.

Students will deepen their understanding of word relationships including synonyms, antonyms, and analogies.

The students will further develop the use of context clues, restatement and examples to determine the meanings of unknown words.
