Parent Guidelines for Working on Speech Sounds

Step 1

  _Work on saying the sound by itself (ie. /sh/, or /ch/).  “Let’s make the quiet sound SHHH”  “Let’s make the choppy or train sound CH,CH,CH,CH.”

Step 2

  _Work on saying the sound with long and short vowels (ie. she, sha, che, cha).

Step 3

  _Work on saying the sound with reduplicated consonants and vowels (ie. cheche, shasha)

Step 4

  _Work on saying the sound in the beginning of words (ie. Shoe, sheep, chair, chief).

Step 5

  _Work on saying the sound at the end of words (ie. Leash, beach).

Step 6

  _Work on saying the sound in the middle of words (ie. cushion, munchkin).

Step 7

  _Work on saying the sound in all positions of phrases starting with the beginning position (ie. big shoe, comfy chair).

Step 8 

  _Work on saying the sound in all positions of short sentences starting with the beginning position (ie His shoe is big, We went to the beach)
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
