Online Forms and Fee Pay  
 
The district has developed a Parent Portal, where parents can go online to verify the directory 
information on file for their child(ren), make changes if necessary, and submit all beginning-of-
the-year forms electronically (Emergency Medical Authorization, Internet/Email Use, Photo 
Permission, Junior/Senior Option, RRHS Student Parking, etc.). This electronic submission takes 
the place of paper forms. We encourage our families to utilize this resource. 
  
This year parents have the option of having their child’s room assignment emailed to them on 
August 15th if they submit the online forms AND pay school fees using EZ Pay.  If a parent 
submits the forms and pays school fees online, it will not be necessary to go to school to pay 
fees and/or get room assignments.  Parents may also submit forms online, then pay fees and 
get room assignments at the school on Tuesday, August 19th from 10:30-12:00 and 1:00-3:00 in 
the Goldwood Music Room.  
  
Parents will receive an email the week of August 4, 2014 giving instructions for completing the 
online forms and paying school fees.  Instructions will also be posted on the district website.

Students with Disabilities 
 

The Rocky River City School District is required to identify, locate and evaluate all 
children, birth through age twenty-one, within the district, with disabilities.  The term 
“disability” includes such conditions as hearing impairments, visual impairments, 

specific learning disabilities, behavior disabilities, developmental disabilities, speech and 
language disabilities, orthopedic and other health disabilities caused by such conditions as 
epilepsy or cardiac illness and other severe or multiple disabilities. 
 
Although many school age disabled children are identified and currently being served by the 
Rocky River City School District, pre-school children, ages 3-5, with disabilities may be 
unidentified because parents may not be aware that programs and services are now available 
through the public schools.  Community members can help us with this important effort.  If you 
know of a child in the Rocky River City School District with a disability who is not presently 
attending school or receiving services from another agency, please contact Jennifer Norman, 
Director of Pupil Services, at the Rocky River City School District Board Office, (440) 356-6006.
